REFLECTI ONS ON A GREAT EVENT

| wish to put onrecord my thoughts on JK2004. When John Woodall per suaded EMOA
to take on responsibility for Day 2 just prior to my replacing him as your Chairman |
could not help thinking | had inherited a hot potat o'

Many of us had been part of the team putting t oget her the recent British Champs in
the East Midlands and know what a challenge t hat was and now we wer e contemplating a
maj or event over a hundred miles from our home base and much further for many of us.
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Whilst there were many very real successes inthe organisation of the British'it is
remembered by many as a flawed event due to problems that ended in voided cour ses.
Unfortunat ely everyone's ef forts are damned by that perception however unjust and |
was very anxious that everything should go of f well with the JKtorestore the
reputation of our region. Having said that, | was very concerned that we would need a
team of over a hundred helpers most of whom would have t o stay away over night and
that planners would have an immense amount of travellingto do as it is not practical to
just pop out and check a site when it is an epic journey to the event area.

As it happened | was no longer Chairman by the time of the event given the delay
caused by foot and mouth and, had it gone pear shaped, | could perhaps have hidden
behind John who by this time, by strange quirk of fate, had resumed the reins of
command as your acting Chair man.

I nreality from my perspective everything went very well and everyone concer ned should
be war mly congratulated. This is not to say that lessons cannot be learnt.

Having pressed our organiser totake the job I had promised to work closely with him
when it came to pass and did spend from the Friday lunch to Monday lunch wor king on
the event and did not put myself downfor arun.Inthe event | could easily have done
so at least on Day 1, but the whole idea was for a number of us to be available on call at
any time to cover the unf oreseen. My early concerns wer e alleviat ed somewhat early in
2003 when | accompanied the organiser and the regions technical adviser to the event
area. | was immediat ely delighted with the assembly area and from fairly brief
discussions with t he overall event co-ordinator took comfort from her drive and grasp
of therequirements. |t also enabled me to get afeel for what we were taking on as a
region having seen t he proposed start locations and road layout .

No doubt the organising of ficials will be doing more detailed reports which will cover
the minutia of their roles and | would not wish to go into any such detail even were |
awar e of them but there are some broader issues which | choose to air inthe interests
of improving similar events inthe future. They are of course my personal views and
some of them will not be welcome.

| strongly support the concept of paid helpers partly to reward those who do help and
to encour age more members to contribute. Direct expenses were paid tothe of ficials
and those providing transport of equipment etc but the way the event and ot hers like it
are formulated did mean many staying away f or longer than t hey would have just to
compet e and indeed some being up in the Lakes at their own expense wit hout even
getting in arun. We must have ended up with the hundred or so helpers | had originally
envisaged and all they got as a thank you was a sweat shirt and there were not even
enough of these to go round.

| canforesee the need to pay for outside help f or many functions as volunt eers j ust
cannot take on much more even if rewarded or indeed just being recompensed for all out
of pocket costs.

There is perhaps a case to employ major event organisers on salary on aregional basis
who could be booked by clubs to do major projects as required. Clubs could then pay
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BOF an agreed daily fee out of event proceeds for such work. This would help bring
about consistency and would not preclude volunt eer s doing wor k when time permits.

Having said t his paying someone to do a job does not necessarily get the job done

prof essionally' and we should not, as a sport, fall intothe trap of having paid

prof essionals just to be seento be doing so, unless those individuals are actually able to
bring real expertise totheir roles.

The present arrangements do seem to leave us re-inventing t he wheel every time a new
person takes on one of these daunting tasks and such is the demand on t hose individuals
that few would contemplat e repeating t he exercise.

| think that BOF@ environment of ficer position should be expanded into an access

of ficer role and could be ajustified prof essional post. There must be many access

of ficers around the country duplicating each ot hers work and one person talking for the
sport would be on surer ground if such an of ficer was able to deal with any more

dif ficult local negotiations as well, as even the of ficials of organisations with national
agreements with us interpret their guidelines differently.

This was one area wer e we wer e badly let down inthe JK and highlight s one of the
maj or problems with the way this event was structured.

It is always dif ficult for any group or committee to act as one mind but when we as a
region have to split functions between different clubs then this is bound to exacerbate
the risk of potential grey areas and communication dif ficulties. On this occasion this
was further problematical in that more than one region was involved.

I f you add to this the involvement or lack of involvement of BOF thenthe pot gets
further stirred with even more areas of potential problem.

Bearing all this in mind we did remar kably well.

This is despite learning just a few weeks before the event that tracking to protect the
par king ar ea which had supposedly been organised for us had not infact been firmed up
and was no longer available.

| n addition the night before setting of f to the Lakes our organiser spoke to one of the
tenant farms onthe estate to confirm some arrangements only to learn that no one had
firmed these up and we had lost access to our most remote start and our overflow car
park. Again we had been specifically told to keep out of access discussions due to their
sensitive nature and had been assured that it was all in hand.

We wer e blessed by a very compet ent organiser who was beginning to question the
wisdom of agreeingto thisrole. He had based his operation on creating a core t eam of
helpers dedicat ed t o covering unf or eseen problems and t wo wer e despat ched on the
Friday to speak with the farmer in question and managed t o make good some of the
damage. We did get use of the start but not motorised access to it and did not get
access to the overflow car park. Thankf ully the weat her was kind and it was not needed.

Asfor the start in questionits location had always been a challenge but havingto carry
everything in from a consider able dist ance was not welcome. | can personally advise you
that those gazebos are not light.
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Unfortunately this remoteness contributed to the one real problem which did arise. One
of the start team left the numbered bibs at the event base, the sort of human error
which is bound to occur. The distance meant recovery took time and those starts had to
be put back 15 minutes. Thankf ully on a nice day t his was not enough to detract from
the event in any way.

Our organiser is by prof ession trained in risk assessment and risk and stress
management and my lasting memory of the days | spent with himin the lakes preparing
the assembly area and on the actual day of the event was a f eeling of ~why are we not
panicking'. | ndeed we knocked of f comparatively early on both the Friday and Sat urday
evenings having done all we could in preparation. It just goes to show that 90% of the
wor k involved in organising at this level is done in preplanning and t hinking t hr ough every
aspect in advance.

| must say that | did not think BOF itself came out of this event looking all that good.

Additional | OF requirements were still being passed down to us right up tothe event.
The need for one of the organising teamto accompany the TV crews and control where
they could film from was not identified until the morning of the event, which
chaperoning job became my lot for several hours onthe day. It was just as well that we
had a core team held in reserve for just such crises.

We had shielded of f an organisers of fice in part of the main marquee as an HQ for our
on-t he-day operation only to have to surrender it tothe drug testing t eam because we
wer e not inf ormed that they needed a private of fice'.

It was a good job that we had been issued with silly yellow hats to go with our bright
jumper s so that we could be located in the crowd.

| am surprised that with about 20% of
the BOF member ship present BOF itself did not have an
enquiries/ mar ket ing/ promotional presence and | would have t hought for such a prestige
event with TV there, more sponsorship/ advertising could have been obt ained.

| would like toturnto the actual courses. | have discussed many of them with people
who did take part on them and have seen t he maps and have heard not hing but praise
for them and the area. Our planners cantherefore take great pride in ajob well done
despite the remot eness of the areafromtheir home base.

One point | would however raise is that of working closer with other event of ficials. |
have no doubt that the locations of the starts contributed tothe quality of these

cour ses and there may well have been no real alternatives although in an areathis large
| would have t hought there could have been.

The remot e uphill location of the elite start did contribute to logistical problems which
would have been mor e severe in bad weat her and did involve the one delay we had.
Similarly one of the other starts involved two crossings of aroad and could possibly
have been avoided. | n purely planning terms t here were no problems with these starts
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but when looking at the event overall, both added considerably to the tasks of the other
teams wor king on the event. Just two starts, both accessible by vehicles, would have
much reduced t he manpower requirement and should we ever face a similar challenge
again | would suggest planners involving t he organising team early in their considerations
to see how best they could reduce t he wor kload wit hout impairing t heir cour ses.

As far as the event goes the planners did a superb job. | do not know how many helpers
they had but getting all those controls out inthe correct locations without any hitches
t ook some or ganising.

To finish on a high note | would like to repeat my view and that of many who collared me
at the end of the event. This was a superb event that went near faultlessly onthe day.

EMOA Committee Meeting Report — January 26th 2004

EMOA Champs Trophies = There should be trophies for all East Midland champions. The
winner s should all have t heir trophies now.

Fixtures £ The ER1S form is being comput erised by BOF Of fice. This may aid clubs as it
will provide a database of all event of ficials that can help identify the experience
of ficials for future events.

It is proposed that the 2004 National Forest Trophy will use Calke Park (just awaiting
final confirmation that the event is taking place at Calke Park). |t is also proposed t hat
the Midland Champs in 2005 will t ake place at Longshaw (DVO) and the East Midland
Champs will take place at Blidworth (NOC).

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Letter to the Editor

| was interested toread the article inthe recent EMEWS, based on material onthe
BOF website, about the origins of orienteering. | have (despite my tender years!) had a
modest interest in orienteering ar chives and history for many years, and was mildly
surprised to see no mention of orienteering inthe Loughborough areainthe accounts.

| have had for some time a hazy under standing that some Scandinavian students at
Loughbor ough College staged an O event in Charnwood Forest inthe early 1950s. This
has been conf irmed t his week, courtesy of the "Looking Back" column inthe

Loughbor ough Echo, which states: "50 Years Ago [t his week] .... Loughbor ough College
was pioneering anot her sport when it became the first body inthe country to introduce
the little-known Scandinavian activity of orienteering. The sponsors chose Char nwood
Forest as an ideal place for a contest because of its wealth of natural and rugged
countryside. But onthe eve of the event, the organisers were appealing f or help as they
did not have enough compasses for all the entrants.” | will contact the Loughborough
Echototry toobtain acopy of their original report from 1954, and will circulat e any
further detail that this reveals.

I nasimilar vein, as a student at Loughborough, | recall reading somet hing inthe LSOC
or AU files that detailed inter-departmental orienteering competitions held inthe late
1960s, on an annual basis (the forerunner of the current intramural sports activities). |
seemtorecall that Aeronautical Engineering won the inaugural event, in either 1967 or
1969. 1 'mcurrently out of touch with both LSOC and the Athletic Union, so| don't
know whet her this documentation still exists, but it might suggest that LSOC s the
oldest O club inthe EMOA?

There's more to do here, but | thought it worthwhile to share what | have - if anyone
has complementary information, then|'d be very interested to hear it.

When and how did you start orienteering? Back in 1968 | heard about orienteering from
alittle booklet probably written by John Disley (Olympic st eeplechase medallist 1952
and 'friend' of Brasher, Bannister, Chataway, Frie, Hyman and ot hers). Using that, |

set a course for an army cadet unit totest their map reading skills (on a 1:50,000 map
in rural Somerset) and never came across the sport again f or anot her 21 years! My
eldest son, David, had been advocating orienteering as a'rescue package' for me from

road racing - but foolishly I had ignored him. | started orienteering in 1989 - saw a NOC
‘comeand try it' at the National Watersports Centre, Holme Ferrepont, and as a
member of arunning club based there | thought | would try it. It was brilliant! Two
weeks later | did along'O' in Derbyshire and was beaten by "alittle old lady in wellies'
- according to my training diary. That was when | knew that 'navigation' as well

as 'running’ would be helpful! A few weeks later | did a night event inthe same wood as
an earlier daytime event and discovered that to run more slowly - and not run of f the
map - would be helpful - giving a much faster time per Kat night!

What has been your favourite orienteering area/ event ? Favourite events must be the
ones won! Best was winning M60L at British Nights at Blacka Moor just before f oot and
mout h hit us all in 2001. Previously have really liked two day Long O events such as
Capricorn and Phoenix. Have more recently preferred more technical areas to
compensat e for inability torun - so Scottish 6 day areas and sand dunes anywhere are
good! Grayt hwaite was brilliant too for JK 2004 .1 spend many weekends in London with
Hazel and near by Epping Forest is my favourite areathere.

What has been your least favourite orienteering area/ event? | am an orienteering
addict - so even the wor st event/ area has somet hing of value to of fer and learn from!
Any event/area is better than no event! Perhaps | have a dislike of National events in
Northumberland, but not because of the terrain! My first was what | describe as snow-
O on Bewick Moor North (1996) - appalling conditions in deep snow and snowing hard.
Second was swim-O on Bewick Moor South (1999) whentorrential rain f avoured those
wit h canoeing skills (Eric Porter's finest hour!) and most cour ses wer e abandoned.

Third was BOC 2004 - wind/ wet -O - very scary on the high moorland and pleased | was
not inthe loos when they blew over. Lucky not to be still stuck inthe car park! Maybe
4th time lucky?

What else do you contribute to Orienteering? | am a Grade 3 controller (though have
never carried out this role since benefiting from a cour se by Ernie Williams. | am
