I  t hink I 'll always r emember  t his year 's Wor ld St udent s. I 'm cur r ent ly spending six 
mont hs in Sweden, ªwor kingº as an au pair , which t r anslat es as t r aining f ull t ime wit h 
occasional bout s of  babysit t ing and housewor k (but  not  much, don't  wor r y Mum!) Ther e 
have been many highlight s so f ar , get t ing on t he podium at  bot h Tio Mila and J ukola (in 
t he Women's r elays Två Mila, 5t h and Venla, 15t h), picking up my f ir st  lar ge car dboar d 
cheque f or  f inishing t hir d in t he St ockholm Cit y Cup (ªlar geº meaning t he size of  t he 
cheque, sadly not  how much it  was f or !) and j ust  t he daily j oy of  t r aining in such 
f ant ast ic t er r ain. But  Wor ld St udent s t opped all of  t his. 

I 've done lot s of  big int er nat ionals bef or e, J WOCs, Eur opean J unior s, Eur omeet ings and 
one pr evious Wor ld St udent s in Fr ance in 2000 and I 've or ient eer ed in t he Czech 
Republic quit e f r equent ly, in f act  most  of  t he compet it ions I  ment ioned above seem t o 
have been in East er n Eur ope! So it  was not hing new and I  f elt  conf ident  and well 
pr epar ed. The only doubt  I  had was t hat  per haps I  hadn't  done much or ient eer ing in 
cont inent al t er r ain r ecent ly, and had become t oo much of  a ªNor dic Or ient eer .º I f  t his 
was t he case t hen I  def init ely adapt ed t o t he t er r ain as t he week went  on as my 
per f or mances got  bet t er  wit h each r ace. 

Gr eat  Br it ain had a t eam of  5 guys 
and 5 gir ls. 3 or  4 wer e allowed in 
each discipline so we had chosen 
which r aces we want ed t o r un. I  
had opt ed f or  Long and Middle 
dist ance plus I  was select ed f or  
t he r elay t eam. The Long dist ance 
came f ir st . I  lost  bit s of  t ime her e 
and t her e and made a poor  r out e 
choice on t he long leg. I t  was 
disappoint ing but  looking back I  
was r unning st r ongly and 
or ient eer ing well f or  t he maj or it y 
of  t he r ace. I  f inished a 

r espect able but  f ar  f r om spect acular  27t h. An impr ovement  on 48 t h in Fr ance 4 year s 
ago. GB st ar  of  t he day was Hannah Woot on, f inishing 4t h, a podium place, only 3 seconds 
of f  a medal.  

I  was spect at ing f or  t he Spr int . GB per f or mances wer e mixed, t he highlight  being 9t h 
place f or  Pippa Whit ehouse. Ther e was some cont r over sy over  t he close placement  of  
cont r ols in t he ªPar kº sect ion of  t he cour ses, r esult ing in appr oximat ely 25% of  
compet it or s being disqualif ied, including t wo Br it s. /  

The Middle dist ance r ace was a mixt ur e of  ver y t echnical in places and ver y f ast  in 
ot her s. Speed cont r ol was cr ucial, somet hing I  have always had t r ouble wit h, you don't  
r eally have t o slow down in Thieves or  Blidwor t h! For  85% of  t he r ace my split s wer e 
good enough f or  a medal but  as we all know it 's whoever 's best  over  t he whole r ace t hat

wins. Today t hat  was Camilla Ber glund of  Sweden, winning wit h a huge mar gin (54 
seconds), r epeat ing her  J WOC shor t  dist ance win f r om 2000. I  f inished 12t h, and lear nt  
a lot ! GB r un of  t he day went  t o Ed Nash f or  his 7t h place and we wer e buzzing, wit h all 
4 Br it ish gir ls placed bet ween 12t h and 21st  we knew we wer e capable of  r elay success…. 

Br it s love r elays, when we come t o t hese int er nat ionals we all want  t o give our  best  in all 
t he r aces and do our selves j ust ice but  it 's t he r elays we get  r eally excit ed about . We 
needed our  4 guys and 4 gir ls t o have ªsaf eº r uns. The t er r ain was per f ect  f or  us, t her e 
wer e st ill occasional r ocky sect ions but  besides t hat  it  could have been St r ines or  
somewher e! Mhair i Mackenzie r an a good f ir st  leg, losing t ime on t he amazing Czechs 
but  coming in wit h t he pack in 4t h. Rachael Elder  had a st eady 2nd leg and would set  me 
of f  in t hir d place a minut e behind Swit zer land but  wit h sever al t eams on my t ail, 
including Finland wit h Pinj a Sat r i. I  knew all t his af t er  Rachael had come t hr ough t he 
spect at or  cont r ol. J on Musgr ave, our  coach r eminded me t o ªkeep it  smoot h, no her oicsº 
and I  set  of f  f eeling st r ong and in cont r ol. The r ace wasn't  per f ect  but  I  minimised any 
er r or s and didn't  panic. I  also r an ver y f ast  and ignor ed t he pain! I t  helped t hat  I  
caught  Swit zer land ear ly on; we pushed each ot her , pulling back t ime on t he Czech who 
was a r eigning J WOC Champion. We had t ot al conf idence in Hannah on t he last  leg and 
she did us pr oud r unning away f r om Mar t ina Fr it schy t o t ake t he silver  medal. The boys, 
Allan Bogle, Mat t hew Cr ane, Ewan McCar t hy and Ed Nash all r an well in a ver y st r ong 
f ield, t o f inish 4t h and on t he podium, a per f ect  day! 

Of  cour se it  was gr eat  t o t ake my f ir st  medal in a Wor ld Championships and it  f elt  good 
t o r un t he f ast est  t ime on my leg and be a bit  of  a her o but  t he best  f eeling was t hat  
we had such gr eat  t eam spir it . We host ed a pool par t y back at  t he accommodat ion f or  
all t he t eams using a paddling pool bought  f r om t he local super mar ket . All nat ions 
wor ked t oget her  t o f ill it  wit h wat er  and t hen displace all t he wat er  by t r ying t o f it  in 
as many people as possible. As we sat  in t he sunshine r ef lect ing on a gr eat  week and 
sampling our  f ir st  t ast e of  t he local ªPilsner º Pivo we discussed how we could cont inue 
our  st udent  eligibilit y in or der  t o compet e in Slovakia in 2006… anyone f or  a PhD? 

Many t hanks t o EMOA and NOC whose cont inued suppor t  is invaluable.

3.   Chairman’s Report 
This is my last report as your Chairman and I would like to start by thanking all the officers and members of 
committee who have assisted me in the three years I have served as your Chairman. I trust you will all agree that 
it has been a harmonious and constructive period which has not always been the case elsewhere in the sport. 
 
I would also like to thank John Woodall, my predecessor. As accommodated for in our constitution he remained 
on committee for one year after handing over, but did continue to attend many meetings in subsequent years and 
the hot-off-the-press knowledge he brought to the table by virtue of his role as Chairman of BOF was most 
useful. He was often there when I sought advice but never pressed his views on me and left me to plough my 
own furrow. Similarly I welcomed the support of my Vice Chairman, Ranald McDonald, who as a BOF 
Councillor also brought us up-to-date detail of developments within the sport. 
 
Given how invaluable this has been I have suggested that any member of EMOA who achieves the position of 
elected BOF Councillor or Chair or Vice Chair should during their period in those positions be ex-officio 
members of the EMOA Executive Committee to provide similar support to my successor and the new 
committee. Unfortunately my suggested amendment to the constitution seems to have been corrupted in 
transmission and I will be offering a slight amendment to it. 
 
John himself has now relinquished BOF office but in recognition of his service to the sport and to retain the 
benefit of his experience I have proposed him for President of EMOA. 
 
Electronic punching has become widespread and is a great improvement for competitors but it does put extra 
strain on event official in particular planners and the clubs need to address this point. 
 
We held a very useful event officials conference during this year giving those of us who attended a very 
comprehensive breakdown of the new BOF rules and developing guidelines. There were however a lot of long 
standing grade 3 controllers who did not attend and I can only hope that they have studied the new rules, to get 
up to speed on the new regime. Unfortunately there are still fairly regular situations locally where courses do not 
comply, leading to gripes in the car parks. 
 
As I and many others have said before we need to learn to work together better as the sport is being bedevilled 
by people moaning at what they see as the imperfections of others who are all at the end of the day volunteers.  
 
I would like to congratulate all winners in our championships and those who did well in the g 
Gallopen. Both the East Midlands and Midlands Championships were on our patch and seemed to go down well 
and we had 13 diverse events in the Gallopen. It was nice to see RAFO providing one. Running from October to 
early May as it does, with enough foresight we should be able to get in the equivalent of 2 each month and I 
trust we will see another interesting programme this year. 
 
We still have a vacancy for a development officer and I would put this down as the biggest failure of the 
Association during my tenure. We may come out of next years JK with some surplus and traditionally such 
funds have been used for development and it could provide a good opportunity for anyone interested in having a 
go at this role. 
 
On the subject of the JK things seem to be moving along well but we will need to provide considerable 
manpower on the day. 
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This year has seen the introduction of the new badge scheme for the juniors and BOF have instigated a 
comprehensive review of how the other events in the programme should be run and we may have time to 
bounce ideas around at the end of the formal meeting. 
 
Once again many thanks to everyone who helped make my task relatively straightforward and good luck to my 
successor.

A f ew r andom t hought s in no par t icular  or der  on t he idea of  pr omot ing a ser ies of  
event s dur ing t he season dur ing daylight  hour s on weekdays. 

1. The main pur pose is t o pr ovide a ser ies of  event s once a mont h in t he East  Midlands 
Region f or  people who may be r et ir ed, shif t  wor ker s, st udent s or  unemployed. 

2. The event s will be pr imar ily aimed at  pr oviding compet it ion f or  people wit h some 
or ient eer ing exper ience alt hough limit ed help may be available on t he day f or  
novices. 

3. The event s will have minimum or ganisat ional r equir ement s wit h six t o eight  people 
r unning t he whole show. 

4. Cour ses will be limit ed t o only t wo. One of  Light  Gr een st andar d 3.0km t o 4km and 
one Gr een/ Blue 4.5km t o 6km. Lengt hs dependent  on t he physical nat ur e of  t he ar eas 
used. 

5. Elect r onic punching will be used. I n t he case of  DVO we have 25 boxes and t he 
necessar y har dwar e and sof t war e t o cope. 

6. St ar t  t imes will be r est r ict ed t o a one hour  per iod of  say 10.30 t o 11.30 and cour ses 
will close at  say 13.30 

7. I t  has been suggest ed t hat  wher e possible t he event s should t ake place on t he same 
day/ week each mont h , e.g. The t hir d Wednesday of  ever y mont h. 

8. Good qualit y ar eas will be used, in t he case of  DVO we may use Dr um Hill, Black 
Rocks and Allest r ee Par k. 

9. Wher e possible car  par king should be available on har d sur f aces and t oilet  f acilit ies 
alr eady pr ovided. St ar t s and Finishes will be adj acent  t o par king. 

10. The only pr oblem we f or esee is t he availabilit y of  d̀ibber s' t o hir e. Clubs do not  have 
st ocks so t his must  be r esolved t o cat er  f or  non-owner s. 

11. Wit h plent y of  pr e-event  publicit y we ant icipat e number s t aking par t  t o be bet ween 
50 and 100. Wit h compet it or s f r om adj oining r egions/ clubs supplement ing t he 
r egular  EMOA member s. 
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12. Fees yet  t o be decided but  cost s should be low and t her ef or e C5 pr ices should be 

adequat e. 

13. I n t he long t er m we may be able t o est ablish a Mid-Week Galoppen if  t he gener al 
consensus of  par t icipant s consider s it  t o add a bit  mor e spice t o t he compet it ion. 

14. Any t hought s and comment s you may have would be appr eciat ed I  would like t o st ar t  
t he ball r olling wit h a DVO pilot  event  in say Oct ober  at  Dr um Hill. I  will be put t ing 
t his pr oposal t o t he DVO Open Meet ing next  mont h.

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Edit or ial EMEWS 200 

Well, EMEWS has made it  t o it 's 200t h edit ion. I t  st ar t ed way back in Mar ch 1971 under  
t he edit or ship of  Sylvia War bur t on (NOC). At  t he t ime t her e wer e 4 open clubs in t he 
East  Midlands: Not t ingham O.C., Der went  Valley Or ient eer s, Nor t h Ant s (t hough by 
edit ion 2 of  t he newslet t er  t he Nor t h Ant s club had f olded due t o lack of  member s), 
and Leicest er shir e O.C., along wit h 2 Univer sit y clubs, Not t ingham and Loughbor ough. 
This f ir st  EMOA newslet t er , as it  was t hen known, r ef er s t o a f ir st  r egional newslet t er  
being cir culat ed in December  1967, but  no-one seemed t o know much about  t his.  At  t his 
st age t he newslet t er  was 2 sides of  A4 wit h some edit ions a lit t le longer . 

I n May 1973, t he newslet t er  had it 's f ir st  change of  edit or ship as Debbie Wilkinson 
(DVO) t ook over . By issue 22, Debbie had changed t he name t o Emews. This edit ion also 
saw t he f ir st  phot os in t he newslet t er . By issue 23, Debbie had also shown t he f ir st  
r out e choices on an or ient eer ing map. 

J anuar y 1977, and issue 41, saw anot her  new edit or . This t ime it  was Gr aham 
Mast er s(LEI ) who t ook over  t he r eigns. 

Somewher e ar ound Sept ember  1978 EMEWS had anot her  new edit or . St uar t  Collins 
t ook over  as edit or  and int r oduced his own br and of  car t oon cover s, puzzles and 
anar chy. One example was his t it le of  EMEWS 60 (EMEWS incor por at ing EBARKS) wit h 
EMEWS 61 being a special dog-o edit ion. EMEWS 61 was closely f ollowed by EMEWS 81, 
t hen EMEWS 63.  

EMEWS 65 came out  in Mar ch 1981 wit h anot her  new edit or , Mike Gar dner  (DVO). I  can 
well r emember  my f ir st  issue of  EMEWS. An old t ypewr it er  and pr int ing at  St eve 
Buckley's school wher e our  f ir st  at t empt  r esult ed in t he pr int er  spur t ing ink out  
ever ywher e and t he r esult ing EMEWS had mor e blot ches t han a bad case of  t he 
measles. Help was at  hand in t he shape of  Er ic Por t er , who helped wit h t he pr int ing f or  
t he next  f ew year s. EMEWS 74 saw t he f ir st  of  cover  by our  new ar t ist , Er nie Williams. 
Er nie has cont inued t o pr ovide near ly ever y cover  since t hen f or  EMEWS. EMEWS also 
changed t o A5 f or mat  back at  EMEWS 76. 

The next  change of  edit or  was EMEWS 91 (J uly 1985), when Dave Nevell (DVO) t ook 
over , his edit ions including t he f ir st  Black and Gr een wor d machine (t he NOC 
newslet t er ).  

EMEWS 106 (J anuar y 1988) saw Mike Hughes (DVO) t ake over . Mike had a penchant  f or  
blue ink, so EMEWS appear ed t o alt er nat e bet ween blue edit ions and black edit ions f or  
a while. EMEWS cont inued in DVO as f ir st  Roger  Hawkin (119-130) and t hen Mike & Liz 
Godf r ee (131 ± 163) t ook over  t he edit or ship. I s t her e somet hing in t he wat er  in DVO 
t hat  makes people want  t o become edit or s of  EMEWS? Pr eviously, all of  t he clubs had 
cont r ibut ed r egular  columns, but  ar ound t his st age t he clubs st ar t ed cr eat ing t heir  own 
newslet t er s and t he r egular  club columns t ended t o slowly disappear  f r om EMEWS.  

EMEWS 164 saw t he next  change of  edit or ship in Nov/ Dec 1997 as Dai and Kar en 
Bedwell (LEI ) t ook over  t he mant le of  EMEWS edit or . 

EMEWS 181 (Wint er  2000) came out  under  t he t empor ar y edit or ship of  J ohn 
Cooke(LEI ). J ohn agr eed t o publish EMEWS at  t he same t ime as t he LEI  newslet t er  
unt il anot her  edit or  came f or war d. 
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So in Feb/ Mar  2002 I  decided I 'd st ep back in t o t he f old as EMEWS edit or  again. The 
dif f er ence bet ween my t wo spells as edit or  ar e quit e amazing. I n my f ir st  st int  as 
edit or  ever yt hing was done on a t ypewr it er  and let r aset  char act er s. Any mist akes 
meant  t ypex or  t hr owing away t he page t hat  you'd alr eady t yped.  Pr int ing meant  a t r ip 
t o a school t o f or mally r un of f  all t he pages, of t en a 2-3 hour  j ob, wher eas now pr int ing 
is dr iving t o t he copy shop, leave over night  and pick up t he next  day. Collat ion is st ill 
done by hand, or  by a t eam of  volunt eer s af t er  a DVO r un if  I  t ime t hings r ight . I n t he 
old days it  of t en used t o be dr agging a f ew f r iends r ound f or  a f ew beer s (I  couldn't  
dr ive at  t he t ime so had t o r ely on f r iends t o get  me t o and f r om t he pr int ing and 
get t ing EMEWS t o an event ). 
So what  is next  f or  EMEWS? I n many r espect s t hat  is up t o you, t he r eader s and EMOA 
member ship. I  believe t hat  it  is st ill usef ul t o pr ovide t he r egion wit h a newslet t er , par t icular ly 
wit h f ixt ur es inf or mat ion (I  know many people don't  have access t o t he int er net ). Also, I  t r y t o 
make EMEWS a conduit  bet ween t he EMOA Commit t ee and you, t he member s. Pr oviding r egular  
meet ing r epor t s and some minut es is int ended t o help her e. I  also like t o include any light er  
moment s f r om or ient eer ing, or  event  r epor t s. Please send t hem on t o me and I  will include t hem. 

The ot her  quest ion is whet her  EMEWS is st ill r equir ed. I t  does t ake up a lar ge pr opor t ion of  
t he EMOA member ship f ee and in t he last  couple of  mont hs post age has gone up again and t he 
pr int er s cost  have also r isen. So is EMEWS pr oviding you wit h somet hing usef ul? I s it  wor t h t he 
money? Would you like t o see alt er nat ives (e.g. EM mat er ial in t he club newslet t er s and doing 
away wit h EMEWS)? 

I  am happy t o keep on edit ing but  always welcome cont r ibut ions f r om all of  you.
