EMOA Chairman & Vice- Chairman +Shortly after the last Committee meeting the
Chairman sent out a memo to the committee stating that due to a change in personal
circumst ances he would no longer be able to continue in his role as EMOA Chairman. At
the committee meeting Der ek Gale and Ernie Williams put themselves f orwarded as
Chairman and Vice-Chairman respectively and this was grat ef ully accepted by the
committee.

Thanks wer e expressed to John Bennett for his role as Chair man.

Start Programme + There will be a meeting on the Friday of the JK at the Event Centre
for anyone (parents, juniors, coaches) who may be interested in finding out more about
the Start Programme. Details will be inthe JK programme.

Club of the Year - CLOK has been named as BOF Club of the Year for 2006. The club
receives atrophy and a cheque for £300. HOC were second (£ 200) and OD third
(£100). It ishoped that all clubs will be presented with their awards at this years BOF
AGM.

BOF AGM + The BOF AGM will be held at Boston Spa High School, the JK Event Centre
on Saturday 15" April, starting at 5:00pm. The posts for election at the AGM are
Chairman, Vice Chairmen (two), Treasurer, and Councillors (f our).

Development Grants + Clubs and Associations can be provided with financial assistance
to put on Level 1and Level 2 courses, but they must contact their Regional Development
Officer first sothat clear guidance on f unding can be given bef ore advertising any
cour ses.

BOC 2009 + EMOA is still considering the possibility of hosting BOC 2009. The Grade 1
Controller has reviewed the suitability of the areas and will submit his report to LEI
shortly which will be reviewed at the next EMOA committee meeting. | f the areas are
deemed suitable then EMOA will f ormally submit a proposal to the Major Events Panel.

Coaching Kit +Level 2 (and above) Coaches are to be encouraged to adopt new Coaching
Kit. Financial assist ance will be available in appr opriat e cases.

Treasurer’s Report £SI hire and levies are low compared to budget, but still much
income to arrive. Some costs have been incurred due to the cancellation of Whitbarrow
National Event.

Fixtures Report + The current event guidelines will be provided to registered event
of ficials. It was agreed that EMOA should drop the answer phone service. It was also
agreed that the Yvette Baker Trophy round would be at Grace Dieu on 12'" November.

BOF Funding + Funding of BOF by the Sports Council will be reduced. There will
therefore be no free places on Summer tours, so there will be increased funding
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requests to EMOA and Clubs. There will also be increased charges f or courses such as
First Aid, Level 3 and 4.

C3 Event Controllers — A proposal had been put to Rules Group to allow clubs to source
controllers for C3 events fromtheir own clubs. This will be discussed at next Rules
Group. EMOA felt they did not agree with this proposal.

National Forest Report —Roy Denney reported that Sam Lattaway was t he replacement
for Audrey Brown and he seems keen on promoting orient eering. Roy has also met with
the team promoting “Get active inthe forest” —thisis aninitiative of South Derbyshire
Council out of the Rosliston Forestry Centre. They include orienteering inthe courses
they run and are willing t o publicise local events.

Sl Kit —It was agreed that the hired dibbers should be apportioned between the 3
major clubs as with the other Sl Kit.

Midland Championship Trophies — |t was agreed that a nominated and agreed person
should be responsible for the administration of Midland Championship Trophies and t hat
the 3 regions involved should share costs on an equal basis.

BOF Premises —The new premises for BOF are likely to cost more than originally
t hought, but all Council reps who responded agreed to go ahead wit h the new venue.

Next Committee meeting —the next EMOA committee meeting will be held on May 22™
2006.

Out & About — Crich Chase (The Cromford Canal)

For those of you attending the Crich Chase event in May, you will find that one edge of
the map is coloured blue. This is the Cromford Canal. So | thought |'d do alittle
research intothe history of this canal.

The roots of the canal can be traced back to 1779 when a new wat erway, t he Erewash
Canal was opened at Long Eaton. It ranfromthe River Trent to a point near Langley Mill
and it soon became very successf ul. This lead t o businessmen around FPinxton requesting
an extension, but soon ot her businessmen such as the iron furnaces at Butterley and
Somercotes, the limestone quarries at Crich, the lead-works at Alderwasley and the
cotton mills at Gromf ord were demanding an extension. I n 17788 a meeting in Mat lock
proposed a link from t he southern side of the Peak District tothe Erewash Canal. A
local businessman, William J essop, volunt eered t o do a survey. Many local businessmen
supported the application but the strongest voice by far was Sir Richard Arkwright,
who owned the cotton mills at Gromf ord. As those of you who remember your history
will know, he was t he pioneer of the factory system with his Gromf ord mill being the
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first successf ul wat er-powered cott on-spinning works. Cromf ord had t he advant age of
being well away f rom t he machine breakers who wrecked many similar businesses
elsewhere, but getting the goods to market was proving dif ficult. Arkwright needed a
reliable and cheap transport system. | n December 1788 a further meeting was held and
wit h a positive proposal from Jessop, interest was so great that half of the estimated
cost was raised in just 2 weeks f ollowing t he meeting.

By 1789 the Cromf ord Canal aut horisation went through Parliament, the only cont est ant
being t he Erewash canal company who f eared t he new canal would impact their water
supply. The new line was to be 14 "2miles long and would serve several mines, quarries,
lead-works, the ironworks at Butterley and Somercotes and the cotton mills at
Cromford. It was to have 3 aqueducts and 4 tunnels of which one at Butterley was to be
2 miles long. I't would require 14 locks, all in a section south of the Butterley Tunnel.

However, money was soon a problem and it ran out by 1791 and t he company was f or ced
to take out loans and make calls on shareholders to raise more cash. But good news was
just around the corner. A new company was f ormed to build the Nottingham Canal to
Langley Mill where it would join t he Erewash and Cromf ord canals. Once agreement s had
been reached to build extrareservoirs the situation looked more promising. Then in
1792 Richard Arkwright died at the ago of 60. Many of the public saw him as the
driving f orce behind the canal but it appears he had a more minor role, more of a
figurehead and during his lif e ha had several disagreements wit h his colleagues,
including complaining about the inconvenience he would suf f er by the canal crossing his
land, even complaining that “The roads would be soiled during construction and t he

hor ses used on the canal will eat all the meadows”. | nfact the animosity bet ween

Out ram, who was one of the main proponents of the canal and Arkwright became quite
entrenched with Outram sayingto afriend “Arkwright ought to have his head cut of f”,
and Arkwright countering by insisting “I must recommend a proper personto
superintend that part of the canal that goes through my property and that Mr.
Outram's of fice shall not extend to the part of the canal that crosses my land” which
the rest of the committee allowed. Arkwright, while not a driving f orce was seen as a
figurehead and many got involved because of his name.

I n February 1972 the Cromf ord Canal was opened to the western portal of the
Butterley Tunnel. However, t he Bullbridge Aqueduct was already in need of repair. As
architect, Jessop paid for the rebuilding out of his own pocket and later inthe year
when t he same problem occurred with the Wigwell Aqueduct over the River Derwent, he
again had to pay out of his own pocket.

| n August 1794 the Cromf ord Canal was f ully opened and became a great success,
despit e having cost twice the original estimate to build (any current gover nment
projects come to mind?). With both the Nottingham Canal and the Derby Canal opening
inthe next few years, the goods could flow in many directions out fromthe Peak
District. But the canal was not just used for goods, in 17797 the first passenger (or
"fly") boat service began operating from Gromf ord Basin. |t was run by Nat haniel
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Wheat croft who made twice weekly trips to Nottingham, a distance of 38 miles, costing
5 shillings (25p) first class and 3 shillings (15p) second class.
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By 1800 t he canal was becoming more and mor e successf ul and t he idea of linking wit h
the Peak Forest Canal near Manchester to the Cromford end of the canal was moot ed.
It was seen as a quick way of getting goods to London. At the time the idea was dropped
due toit's complexity but in 1825 a new proposal was made to link t he canals by rail, and
the Cromford & High Peak Railway Company was f or med.

By 1830 dividends wer e increased to just under 20%, the canal was in it's heyday, and
with the opening of the Cromford & High Peak Railway in 1831. However, t he railways
wer e soon t o begin replacing canals. However, by 1841 the canal was still going strong,
carrying twice as much coal as it had at the turn of the century and dividends getting as
high as 28%. The canal also carried substantial quantities of farm produce, ironst one,
gritstone and limestone as well as iron from the Butterley works. But by 1843 revenue
was down by 25% and also the original wat er supply dried up (it had come from the lead
mines, but as they moved to deeper levels their supply dried up), so the company had to
build a new pumping station near Cromf ord which drew water fromthe River Derwent.

The owners of the canal were farsighted enough to realise they could not fight the
railways and in 1847 it agreed to sell the canal to the Manchester, Buxton, Matlock &
Midlands Junction Railway Company. However, it took afurther 5 years for the canal to
change hands and some say t he canal owners wer e over compensat ed.

By 1888 only 15% of the volume of cargo was transported on the canal and most of this
was local traffic, all long distance traffic going by rail. I n 1889 subsidence inthe
Butterley Tunnel meant it had to be closed for 4 years for work to take place. However,
this was not just lost revenue for those 4 years but inthe mean time many of the canal
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users had found alt ernative modes of transport and t he canal never recovered. And
when in 1900 there was a second collapse inthe Butterley Tunnel, t he closure was
permanent. | n 1937 the owners announced t heir intention to close the rest of the canal
and t his closure t ook place in 1944. Much of the sout hern section of the canal was filled
in, while the area north of the Butterley Tunnel was left untouched. | n 1974 Derbyshire
County Council bought the northern5 Y2miles of the canal from Amergate to Cromford
and the towpat h is now walkable, t hough the canal itself still needs a lot of work to get
it back into a workable condition.
