I t  will be a 45 minut e scor e event  ar ound t he st r eet s and f oot pat hs ar ound Kegwor t h.

Ent r y t o t he st r eet  event  will be f r ee.

EMOA Commit t ee & AGM Meet ing Repor t  – May 22nd 2006

EMOA Tr easur er  ± We ar e st ill shor t  of  an EMOA Tr easur er . We have managed f or  t he
past  year  t hanks t o t he pr evious t r easur er  being willing t o cont inue in a backgr ound r ole,
but  wit h t he new AGM imminent  we need ever yone t o consider  volunt eer ing. I t  is essent ial
we have a new t r easur er  f or  next  year .

English Or ient eer ing Council ± Der ek Gale at t ended t he EOC meet ing. The main concer n is
t hat  t he f unding f or  t he EOC which comes t hr ough BOF is not  “r ing-f enced” in t he f ut ur e.
I t  is impor t ant  t hat  t her e is an at hlet e pat hway available f or  English or ient eer s.

East  Midlands Tr ophies ± Ther e wer e a number  of  pr oblems wit h t he t r ophy dist r ibut ion,
packaging, cer t if icat es t his year . We need a volunt eer  t o administ er  t he East  Midlands
Tr ophies on a long t er m basis ± ensur e t hey ar e r et ur ned f r om t he pr evious year 's winner s,
ensur e cer t if icat es ar e pr ovided f or  t he event , ensur e all packaging st ays wit h t he
t r ophies, ensur e list  of  names and cont act  det ails of  holder s is maint ained. Please could
someone out  t her e volunt eer  t o help wit h t his t ask (it  only happens once a year ).

Br it ish Or ient eer ing Championships 2009 ± Pet er  Hubber st ey had r eviewed t he ar eas
t hat  LEI  pr oposed using f or  t he Br it ish Or ient eer ing championships in 2009 in t er ms of
suit abilit y f or  a BOC. Pet er  had pr oduced an excellent  r epor t  on each ar ea which basically
concluded t hat  it  depended on whet her  BOF want ed t he championships always t o be on
pr ime or ient eer ing t er r ain, or  whet her  r ot at ion ar ound t he r egions was of  pr ime concer n.
This lead t o a lot  of  discussion as t o whet her  EMOA should cont inue wit h t he pr oposal. I n
t he end it  was concluded t hat  we would not  t ake t he pr oposal f or war d, as it  was f elt  t hat
f or  t he Br it ish championships qualit y of  t er r ain must  be par amount , but  t hat  we may
pr opose using t he ar eas f or  eit her  t he Br it ish Middle Dist ance or  Br it ish Spr int
Championships. The commit t ee f or mally t hanked LEI  f or  t heir  submission.
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New BOF Logo ± Ther e is a new BOF logo available. You will see t his on a lot  of  f ut ur e BOF
cor r espondence and publicit y.

Tr easur er s Repor t  ± The act ing Tr easur er  believes we should st ill have a sur plus t his year
despit e f all in member ship. I t  was also agr eed t o st op t he pr ocess of  wr it ing down
depr eciat ion on kit  and simplif y t he account s. Need t o det er mine EMOA char ges f or  new
Local BOF member s.  Should it  be no char ge - and no ser vices of f er ed, £ 1 per  head, say,
including EMEWS, or  £ 3 per  head as f or  Full BOF member s. Clubs t o consider  and
f eedback t o J uly meet ing.

Fixt ur es ± EMOA agr eed t hat  we will ensur e t hat  t he Vet er an Home I nt er nat ionals ar e r un
in 2009, eit her  in our  r egion or  elsewher e if  necessar y. I n 2007 t he Midland Champs will
be host ed by East  Anglia. I t  is pr oposed t hat  t he East  Midland Champs ar e held at  Eyam on
December  9 t h. For  2008 it  is pr oposed t hat  we host  t he Midland Champs at  Budby on Feb
10 t h and t he East  Midland Champs at  Gr ace Dieu on 8 t h November . Discussion also t ook
place on whet her  St aplef or d was st ill f easible f or  t he Compassspor t  Cup 1st  Round next
year  given t he discussions at  Rule Gr oup (see lat er  not es). I t  was agr eed t hat  it  was st ill
appr opr iat e t o use.

BOF Council Feedback

1) The new Chief  Execut ive and Chair men would like t o j oin us at  a f or mal commit t ee
meet ing. Af t er  discussion we wonder ed if  it  was bet t er  t o invit e t hem t o our  AGM and
pr ovide an oppor t unit y t o have a 2 way conver sat ion bet ween t hem and member s at t ending
t he AGM.

2) Ther e wer e a number  of  it ems on communicat ions t hat  BOF wer e looking at  pr ior it ising.
The EMOA commit t ee f elt  t hat  t he 2 t hings t o get  r ight  wer e t he websit e and pr oviding
an on-line capabilit y f or  member ship applicat ions.
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3) The next  it em is a lot  mor e abst r act  as it  concer ns t he Vision, Value and
Pr ior it ies of  t he Feder at ion.  Wit h a new Chair  and a new Chief  Execut ive,
BOF Execut ives want  t o have a f ocus f or  t heir  act ivit ies. I t  is somet hing we may want  t o
discuss wit h t he Chair men and Chief  Execut ive so it  was agr eed we should ask EMEWS
r eader s wher e should or ient eer ing be going. Should we look t o have mor e t echnical event s?
Should we look t o br oaden t he base of  or ient eer ing? Do we look t o put  on mor e cit y st r eet
event s? Should event s have closer  t ies t o t he communit y (always ensur ing we have a local
WI  or  similar  in at t endance selling cakes)? Should clubs j ust  be event  or ganiser s or  should
t hey look t o have a wider  social capabilit y? Wher e should or ient eer ing be going? So what
do EMEWS r eader s t hink.  Please pr ovide f eedback t o t he edit or  and t hey will be t aken
t o t he commit t ee (and if  you agr ee we can publish t he ideas in EMEWS).

Repor t  on BOF Rules Gr oup

1) A key ar ea f or  discussion was t he st at us of  embar goed ar eas and what  const it ut es a
compet it ive /  non-compet it ive or ient eer . The r ules do cover  t his but  ar e open t o
int er pr et at ion. I t  is int ended t hat  t he Rules Gr oup will pr oduce a shor t  document  t o cover
t his f or  t he f ut ur e.

The pr oblem is t hat  r ule 3.1.2 st at es t hat  “at  level 3 event s and above compet it or s shall
declar e t hemselves non-compet it ive if  t heir  acquaint ance wit h t he t er r ain would give t he,
subst ant ial advant age over  ot her  compet it or s. Not hing t hat  occur r ed mor e t han 24 mont hs
bef or e t he dat e of  t he event  shall be t aken int o account ”.

I f  t his r ule is t aken as saying if  you have been on t he t er r ain f or  a gr ade 3 event  wit hin
t he last  24 mont hs you could declar e your self  non-compet it ive (t hough t he r egional event s
guidelines suggest  t his is 12 mont hs). Even on t he 12 mont hs basis, an event  like t he
Compass Spor t  Cup Fir st  Round scheduled f or  St aplef or d ear ly next  year  (which is
classif ied as a gr ade 3 event ) could mean t hat  anyone who compet ed in t he East  Midlands
Champs t her e ear lier  t his year  could be classif ied as non-compet it ive. The EMOA
commit t ee agr eed t hat  t his should not  be t he case f or  t his event  in par t icular . 

The EMOA Commit t ee f elt  t hat  in many ways a st at e of  “common sense” is OK. Or ient eer s
will declar e t hemselves ineligible if  t hey have planned or  cont r olled on an ar ea.

2) BOF will be dist r ibut ing a let t er  in t he near  f ut ur e t o all Club Secr et ar ies asking each
Club wit hin BOF t o consider  giving a r ef und of  some sor t  if  a compet it or  has pr e-ent er ed
an event  and t hen has t o wit hdr aw bef or e t he closing dat e e.g. t he r et ent ion of  a specif ied
amount  or  per cent age of  t he ent r y f ee wit h t he r et ur n of  t he r emainder  as a cheque or  a
voucher  t o cover  t he cost  of  ent r y at  a f ut ur e event  held by t he Club.  Af t er  t he closing
dat e it  would be up t o each Club t o decide on t he level of  r ef und, if  at  all ± it  is well known
t hat  in t he at hlet ics wor ld t her e is an easy t o f ollow way of  wor king which is ǹo r ef unds'
and no at hlet e expect s t hat  t her e will be because, having pr e-ent er ed, t her e is always t he
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possibilit y of  not  being able t o compet e on t he day ± but  at  t he ver y least  a compet it or  who
has pr e-ent er ed should be able t o ask f or  or  be of f er ed t he map of  t heir  cour se af t er  t he
event  using an SAE.

When a Club has agr eed a R̀ef unds Policy' t her e is an expect at ion t hat  t he policy will be
pr int ed on event s f lyer s and on ent r y f or ms and in f inal det ails sent  t o pr e-ent er ed
compet it or s.

3) Ther e is a list  of  Cont r oller s available by Gr ade and/ or  by Region available f r om BOF
when r equir ed.

4) Gr aham Nilsen's G̀uide t o Good Planning' updat ed by David May and available in f ull as a
12.7 MB download f r om BOF websit e.

5) Nat ional and Local Member ship pr oposals ± agr eed t hat  t her e is an expect at ion t hat  all
Cont r oller s and Level 1 and 2 Coaches will be Nat ional Member s of  BOF wher eas
Or ganiser s and Planner s could be eit her  Nat ional or  Local Member s of  BOF.

6) For eign compet it or s t aking par t  in Br it ish Championships ± agr eed t hat  t he
Championships ar e only f or  eligible compet it or s as st at ed in t he lat est  edit ion of  BOF
Rules.  For eign compet it or s could st ar t  ear ly, r un t he cour se as a c̀ont r ol checking'
exer cise, but  not  t o be included in any r esult s list .  Agr eed it  would be wor t hwhile t o
invest igat e Rules and views of  ot her  Nat ional Feder at ion /  Member s of  I OF. 

Map Gr oup Feedback

One of  t he key pr oblems being f aced by mapper s at  pr esent  is t he abilit y of  planner s t o
change maps using OCAD af t er  t he mapper  has f inished. This has r esult ed in inconsist ent
st andar ds being used, even at  maj or  event s. Bot h LEI  and NOC have pr ot ocols wr it t en t hat
specif ically st at e t his should not  occur  and of f er ed t o shar e t hem wit h Map Gr oup.

DVO Schools Development  Pr oj ect  ± The DVO Coach is now in place and implement ing t he
agr eed plans. As well as suppor t ing DVO t hey also assist ed in t he t r aining day in t he Lakes
wher e member s of  ot her  clubs such as LOG wer e also suppor t ed. 

SI  Kit  ± Der ek Gale r epor t ed t hat  t her e had been a lot  of  posit ive f eedback on t he new
f ibr eglass st akes as t hey wer e much easier  f or  t he planner  t o get  out  in t o t he f or est .

Af t er  discussion it  was agr eed t hat  EMOA should pur chase an addit ional 50 f ibr eglass
st akes and 10 new cont r ol boxes at  an est imat ed cost  of  £ 1,000. This would mean t hat
most  club event s should all have suf f icient  f ibr eglass st akes and equipment .

One t hing t hat  has been not iced about  t he new SI  boxes is t hat  t he f ir st  per son ar ound a
cour se somet imes not ices a slight  delay bef or e it  beeps as t hey do go in t o a snooze mode.
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Next  Commit t ee meet ing ± t he next  EMOA commit t ee meet ing will be held on J uly 10 t h

2006 at  Clif t on Village Hall. As a r eminder  all member s ar e invit ed t o at t end and list en t o
discussions.

AGM ± The not ice of  t he AGM is at  t he f r ont  of  t his sect ion. Anyone wit h any it ems f or
t he agenda should let  t he secr et ar y know bef or e J ully 20 t h, 2006. I mpor t ant  ± As alr eady
not ed elsewher e it  is essent ial t hat  we have a new t r easur er  at  t he AGM, but  t he EMOA
secr et ar y is also due t o r et ir e af t er  his 3 year s in of f ice. Please consider  volunt eer ing t o
help your  EMOA commit t ee.

BOF Level 3 and 4 Courses 13th – 15th October  2006
Shackleton Lodge, Brathay, Ambleside, Cumbr ia 

There will be both a Level 3 Course and Level 4 Course based at the Shackleton Lodge over the weekend
of 13th ± 15th October 2006.  Following the format of  the previous years'  courses, we have co-ordinated
another two such courses to enable travel  to be combined and an opportunity for coaches and aspirant
coaches from different regions to train together. The limited social  time will  also be enhanced by this
combination. 

The weekend wi l l  comprise pract ical  and theory sessions. Assembly wi l l  be after dinner on the
Friday  evening, al though  snacks wi l l  be avai lable.  The course wi l l  run  from 09.00 -  21.00
Saturday and 09.00 -  15.00 Sunday. There wi l l  be no assessment  during the weekend al though
candidates wi l l  be given detai ls of  potent ial  assessors. The course wi l l  not  cover  any  of  the
Fi rst  Aid requi rements of the awards and a further two-day course covering those aspects wi l l
need to be at tended prior to assessment .
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The course is being heavily subsidised by the Federation' s coaching budget.  The all-inclusive fee of full
board after Friday©s evening meal to lunch on Sunday and all tutoring/materials costs etc., is £75.  We will
be self  catering and everyone will  be expected to assist  with that. Travel  expenses are not  however
available.  Day visitors will  be allowed subject  to availability at  a cost  of  £50. Clubs and Regional
Associations usually pay the candidate' s costs.

Numbers are limited and attendance will be strictly on a first come first served basis.  The closing date for
applications is the 1st October  and final details will be sent out on October 9th.

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Out  and About  – Or ient eer ing in Tudor  Times

Nor mally in t his sect ion I 've looked at  a local or ient eer ing ar ea and f ound out
inf or mat ion about  t he ar ea and sur r ounding count r yside. However , I  was looking at  a
map book I  have t he ot her  day ªThe Count ies of  Br it ain: A Tudor  At las by J ohn Speedº
and st ar t ed t o t r y t o mat ch t he or ient eer ing ar eas we use t oday t o t he maps in t he
book which dat e f r om ar ound t he per iod 1611-12. 

So I  st ar t ed by looking at  Leicest er shir e. The f ir st  t hing t hat  leapt  out  at  me was t hat
t he lar gest , densest  wood dr awn on Speed's map was of  an ar ea called Dalby Woode
which appear s j ust  t o t he east  of  Wymeswold. While Dalby village st ill exist s j ust  t o
t he east  of  t he A46 on t he cur r ent  OS map t her e is not  much sign of  any woodland in
t he vicinit y.  Moving sout h west  in t o t he Char nwood ar ea t he map does show woodland
cover ing t he ar ea , t he sout h end of  which is a f enced par k of  Br adgat e. Looking at  t he
map you can cer t ainly see wher e t he ar eas of  Char nwood For est  t oday would f it  on t he
map.  However , t he wooded ar ea does appear  t o go f ur t her  east  t han t oday. 

I n t he int r oduct ion t o t he Leicest er shir e sect ion it  st at es ªunlike t he count ies adj oining
it  t o t he west  and nor t h, Leicest er shir e had f ew t r ees and hedger ows, and it s most
heavily wooded ar eas being t he ancient  , but  much r educed, f or est s of  Char nwood,
Dalby and Leicest er . Leicest er  Woods as shown on t he Speed map wer e t o t he west  of
t he cit y of  Leicest er  and t o t he sout h of  Rat by village. So t he Nat ional For est  ar eas
t hat  ar e now spr out ing up appear  t o be br inging back some of  t he old Leicest er  For est .
I f  you look f ur t her  at  t he Leicest er shir e map it  is ver y dif f icult  t o spot  any ot her
pat ches of  woodland. Ther e only appear  t o be 2 ot her s, St aunt on Har old, ar ound t he
Nat ional t r ust  chur ch on t he bor der  of  Der byshir e, which st ill has woods sur r ounding it
t oday, t hough none have been used f or  maj or  or ient eer ing event s, and anot her  pat ch of
woodland near  t he Rut land bor der . This wood appear s t o st ill exist  t oday, called Launde
Par k Wood, j ust  t o t he Nor t h of  Loddingt on. Again t his ar ea may have been ar ound
since Tudor  t imes, but  I  am not  awar e of  ever  having or ient eer ed t her e.

I f  we now move Nor t h t o Not t ingham, you would expect  t o f ind a lot  of  f or est s in t he
count y. And t he int r oduct ion st ar t s by saying ªFr om t he t ent h cent ur y Not t inghamshir e
has been known as t̀ he shir e wit h t he wood'. I n f act  Speed's map of  Not t inghamshir e
appear s t o have a gr een woodland spine t o it  f r om Not t ingham nor t hwar ds. The
Sout her n end of  t he spine was called Thor ney Wood, which is close t o Bur nt st ump
Count r y Par k which NOC use t oday. The map cont inues wit h an enclosed ar ea which
looks like Best wood Par ke Lodge which seems t o equat e t o Blidwor t h woods t oday.
I nt er est ingly enough if  you look at  Speed's map Blodwor t h village is sur r ounded by
woods yet  if  you look at  Blidwor t h t oday t hat  is t he one ar ea wit h no woodland.
Lyndhur st  Wood on Speed's map seems t o equat e t o St r awber r y Hill t oday while Budby
seems t o exist  as woodland in t he past  and t oday. Alt hough t he name has changed f r om
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Budbye, a det ail of  t he woodland ar ound
Budby in Tudor  t imes is shown on t he
at t ached diagr am below.  I f  we move Nor t h
and look ar ound t he Clumber  ar ea on Speed's
map, t her e is no sign of  any woodland ar ound
t he cur r ent  nat ional Tr ust  ar eas. That  came
lat er . However , Welbeck Abbey and Par k ar e
shown as wooded, and t her e ar e st ill some
woods ar ound her e t oday. I n f act  t her e
appear  t o be a number  of  pat ches of
woodland t o t he west  of  Wor ksop on Speed's

map. None of  which appear  t o exist  t oday. I t
appear s t hat  many of  Not t ingham's woods ar e
in a similar  posit ion t oday t o wher e t hey wer e

in Tudor  t imes. One t hing I  t hought  I  would shar e was t hat  Speed comment ed t hat  one
of  t he commodit ies f or  which t her e was a culinar y and medical demand which gr ew well
in Not t inghamshir e was liquor ice, cult ivat ed in t he neighbour hood of  Wor ksop. So f ar  I
haven't  seen much of  t he liquor ice har vest  in Not t ingham r ecent ly.

I f  we move east  t o Lincolnshir e, as you would expect  Speed's map shows ver y f ew
woodlands.  The main ar ea in t he Nor t h of  t he count y does seem t o have r emained
t hough. Speed's map shows a pat ch of  woodland j ust  bet ween wher e Scunt hor pe and
Br ought on ar e t oday and t he woods st ill exist  in t his ar ea. I f  we move t o t he Sout h
East  of  Lincoln, Speed's map shows anot her  pat ch of  woodland bet ween 2 r iver s j ust
nor t h of  t he village of  Nor t h Kyme. This is near  wher e Tat t er shall Cast le st ands t oday.
I f  you look at  t he OS map t oday you will f ind t he village of  Timber land, and t he main
dr ain is t he Timber land Delph. So t hough no wood exist s t oday in t he ar ea, t he woodland
at  least  lives on in name.

Speed's map of  Der byshir e appear s t o have a lar ge number  of  woods scat t er ed acr oss
t he count y. St ar t ing in t he nor t h east  of  t he count y a lar ge ar ea of  woodland is
depict ed near  Bar lebur gh and a f ur t her  ar ea t o t he eat  called Whit well Woods.
Whit well st ill exist s t oday, and Bar lbor ough has a hall gr ounds and sur r ounding woods
st ill. High in t he Peak, Peak For est  appear s t o be exact ly t hat  accor ding t o Speed,
t hough only small clumps now r emain. What  st ands out  on Speed's map of  Der byshir e is
t hat  t he count y does not  appear  t o have t he open woodlands of  Not t inghamshir e or
Leicest er shir e, but  has lar ge number s of  enclosed woodlands. The f or est s also seem t o
have moved. Speed's map shows no woods ar ound Mat lock, but  as we come sout h Cr ich
Chase is clear ly shown on Speed's map, and acr oss t he River  Der went  is clear ly anot her
pat ch of  woodland (Shining Clif f  Woods). Speed shows 4 maj or  clumps of  woodlan in a
t r iangle of  ar ea wit h Ashbour ne t o t he west  and Wir kswor t h t o t he nor t h, and West on
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Under wood t o t he sout h. Today t his ar ea appear s ber ef t  of  woodland. Kedlest on is
shown on Speed's map as a wooded par k. 

I f  we move in t o Sout h Der byshir e we again come in t o ar eas of  open woodland. Ticknall,
near  t oday's Robin Wood, and ar eas nor t h of  Swadlincot e ar e all shown as heavily
wooded. So again, t he Nat ional For est  is t aking us back t o our  Tudor  days.

Speed dr ew all his maps t he same size, so Lincolnshir e and Rut land ar e bot h given 2 A4
pages. What  immediat ely st r uck me was t hat  Rut land has woods, lot s of  t hem, accor ding
t o Speed. St ar t ing at  Oakham and r unning nor t h east  is a st r ing of  woods, and while
t her e ar e some small pat ches st ill in exist ence t oday, most  seem t o have disappear ed.
However , t he lar ge ar ea of  wood in Rut land is Leef eilde For est . Looking at  an OS map
t oday a wood called Pr ior 's Coppice exist s which does have a number  of  small pat ches of
woodland st ill ar ound it , but  not  or ient eer ing size ar eas.
